The load-bearing capacity of the Lucernario Ventilation light shaft finish has been 

calculated and tested with a load-bearing surface on 3 sides (figs. 1 and 2), but it is also 

possible to install the Lucernario in a light-shaft with a load-bearing surface on 2 opposite 

sides (figs. 3 and 4).  

Support:

 
The Lucernario must rest with the underside of the gutters on a load-bearing reinforced 

concrete construction of at least 4.5 cm wide.  
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Slope 

Minimum slope: 1%

WARNING 

The Lucernario should not be used as a water drainage point for large amounts of water. It 

is advisable to connect the drain pipes to an independent water drain with large capacity, 

so that not too much water gets into the gutters of the Lucernario. If this is not taken into 

account, there is a risk of water entering the light shaft via the ventilation grilles of the 

Lucernario.   
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Preparation 

Before the start of the work: 

Remove the loose grates from the Lucernario and store them in a dry, clean place 

 

Protect the glass surface with sturdy cardboard or bubble wrap

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Installation 

1. Place the Lucernario on top of the light shaft, take into account the weight of the Lucernario 

when moving or lifting, this is indicated on the label or the supplied technical information. 

2. Place the Lucernario so that the drain pipes are facing to the lowest point of the floor (page 4: 

minimum slope). The drainage pipes themselves do not ensure water drainage, only the 

mounting of the Lucernario on the right slope ensures good water drainage. 

3. In the event that there are only 2 or 3 concrete edges on which the Lucernario rests, apply a 

metal corner strip of 50x50 mm and at least 2 mm thick on the side(s) where there is no 

support, exactly between (and at the height of the) top edge of the concrete edges. Before 

screwing it on, a good layer of Liquid Rubber Joint filler must be applied to the back, so that no 

water can run behind it. Make sure that the corner strip is grease-free and sanded and that the 

wall is dust-free. 

4. Clean the concrete edges well to ensure they are dust free. Also clean the underside of the 

gutters of the Lucernario thoroughly: first degrease with a degreaser, then lightly sand, 

degrease again and finally let them dry well.  

5. Use spacers or, for example, 2 mm thick rubber tape to keep some space between the 

Lucernario and the concrete edge. Check the stability of this support and whether the slope is 

still correct.  

6. Apply 3 full beads of at least 10 mm thickness of Joint filler from Liquid Rubber lengthwise on 

top of the concrete edge and on the corner strip, so that a waterproof layer is created all 

around. 

7. Now place the Lucernario on the concrete edge and corner strip, so that it beds down onto 

the Liquid Rubber Joint filler. Check that the Lucernario is still stable and at the correct slope.  

8. Waterproof the seams on the back between the Lucernario and the wall with Liquid Rubber 

Joint filler. 

9. Then take the paste HBS200 from Liquid Rubber and apply it generously with a brush over 

the seam between the concrete edge and the Lucernario. This is important so take your time!  

10. If desired, a layer of AB Sealant from Liquid Rubber can be applied inside for additional 

water protection. This is a white paste for the inside of the light shaft that can be painted over, 

but can also be plastered or wallpapered.  

11. Connect 2 PVC pipes Ø 50 mm waterproof to the drain pipes of the Lucernario.  
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12. Wait at least 24 hours for the Liquid Rubber to dry, then check that it has hardened properly 

and only then proceed to finish the floor around the Lucernario. If in doubt, an extra layer of 

HBS200 paste can always be applied over it.  

13. Remove the protection from the glass and replace the grids only after all work has been 

completed.
